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A motion was made by Trustee Mitchell, seconded by Trustee Morgan
and unanimously passed that the new men's dormitory that is now under con-
struction be named Arkansas Hall.

Upon motion made by Trustee Mitchell, the cost of meal tickets will be
raised from $43 to $45 effective September 1, 1964. This motion was seconded
by Trustee Halbrook and unanimously passed.

Trustee Mitchell made a motion that was seconded by Trustee Halbrook
and unanimously passed directing President Snow to make application to the
Housing and Home Finance Agency for a $1,700, 000 loan to construct two dor-
mitories to house approximately 250 women and 250 men.

Bruce R. Anderson, College Architect, made a progress report on the new
men's dormitory and also discussed future projects on the campus. ,

Harold D. Eidson, Business Manager, gave a financial report.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting
was adjourned.
