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June 26, 1953

The Board of Trustees, Arkansas State Teachers College, met in the President's
office, Conway, Arkansas, at 4:30 P.M. Friday, June 26, 1953 pursuant to legal
call of the meeting by the Chairman. The following members were present:
Dr. J. H. Flanagin, Chairman; Carl H. Brown, Vice-Chairman; Mrs. Rufus W.
Morgan, Jr., Secretary; 0. H. Parham, Louie H. Polk and J. W. Teeter. Trustee
Ashmore was absent.

President Irby and President-elect Snow met with the Board.

After roll call Chairman Flanagin declared a quorum present and called the
meeting into formal session.

Trustee Teeter made the motion that the minutes of the last meeting of the
Board be approved. Trustee Parham seconded the motion which carried unan-
imously.

Chairman Flanagin called for items of old business and read a letter from
Representative Snellgrove who professed inability to provide a report of
the investigation of the cafeteria. Trustee Teeter made the motion that
Governor Cherry be asked to provide the Board of Trustees with a complete
copy of the testimony presented during the legislative investigation of the
college cafeteria. Trustee Parham seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

The Chairman called for items of new business. Consideration was given to an
incident which recently occurred in a classroom when N. F. Boiling struck a
student. Attorney Guy Jonas, N. F. Boiling and Attorney Wendell Henry were
introduced. Mr. Boiling read a statement in which he defined his point of view
and gave his reasons for striking the student. Jim MoClure, Don Brasher, Dan
Beeves, and Jirrany Miller, student* present when the incident occurred were
heard. Professors C. V. Hobinette and A. E. Burdiok also were invited to appear
before the Board. Senator Jones made a brief statement in behalf of Mr.
Boiling.

The Board went into executive session to give the incident consideration. It
was developed that a similar incident occurred in Mr. Boiling's classroom two
years ago and that he had been on probation by the Board of Trustees for a
year following that occurrence.

After a general and lengthy discussion, Trustee Brown made the motion that
H. F. Boiling be dismissed and relieved of any further duties on the campus
at the end of the day, July 3, 1953, but that he be paid his salary in full
for the month of July. Trustee Parham seconded the motion which carried
unanimously.

The Chairman called for other items of business. President Irby recommended
the following listed persons for election to the faculty for 1953-54:

1. Audio Lynch, acting Assistant to the Dean, succeeding James Sylar absent on
leave for one year, at $333.33 per calendar month as of September 15, 1953
to serve until Mr. Sylar's return.

2. Lucy M. Moore, Supervisor School for the Deaf, paid entirely from Ford
funds, at $416.66 per calendar month as of August 1, 1953.

3. Glenn F. Powers, Instructor in Physical Science, at $350.00 per calendar
month as of September 5, 1953, if Mr. Boiling is not on the staff next year.

4. John Wesley Payne, Instructor in History and Political Science to serve
during Dr. Bultman's leave of absence at a salary of $360.00 per calendar
month as of September 5, 1953 and during the second half of the summer
term at $300.00 for the five weeks.

5. Marion Huxley as an Instructor in Physical Education at a salary of $283.33
per calendar month as of September 5, 1953 to succeed Mrs. Grafton, resigned.

6. Doris Morris as Assistant in the Nursery School for 9 months beginning
September 7, 1953 at a salary of $85.00 per calendar month.
