Jaacks, assistant teacher of Science 137.50 " "
all to be paid out of appropriation to pay salaries.

-jc Torreyson asks permission to purchase Oil or Gas Stove for
the kitchen to be paid for out of the maintenance fund, and on
motion of I.S.Dunaway, seconded by W.ii.Lenon, i,jr Torreyson was
authorized to purchase said Oil or Gas stove.

Lir Torreyson asked permission to purchase one Typewriter and
some filing cabinets to be paid for out of the Library and in-
cidental fund and to place to the credit of the Library and
incental fund the proceeds of the sale of a safe heretofore
used, but needed since the completion of the vault.
